I.
CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Jim Carlson called the meeting to order at

B.  DNR TRUCK/REPLACEMENT TRUCK: We received $14,505.92 for the truck 

that was wrecked.  We received a truck 1997 truck from DNR - a M1078 with a 
caterpillar that has 8,300 miles on it. Everything is functional with it. Josh Evans is 
working on paperwork so we can finalize the transfer. Rockford will bill us for 
transferring the truck from Fort Lewis. He will be working on the truck to get it ready to 
use. He talked about purchasing a new pump for the truck. It was decided for the 
commissioners to have a special meeting, without any decisions being made on October 
14, 2020, at 6:00 p.m. at the Rockford Fire Station to look at their truck.
      A gentleman from DNR said they have an international crew cab with 35,000 miles, it is 
through the forest service on the other side of the state. They would consider getting rid 

of the C-60 in Latah. If we want it, and after a year we decide we don't want it, they will 
take it back. After discussion, Tom Pottratz made a motion to get the truck from DNR.
